I am writing to you with details of our recent Ofsted inspection, which took place on Tuesday 
11 and Wednesday 12 February 2025. As you are aware, the inspection was ungraded and I 
would like to inform you that the outcome is that the school has taken effective action to 
maintain the standards identified at the previous inspection.  
 
We are very proud that the Ofsted report highlights that Driffield School and Sixth Form is an 
‘inclusive school’ that ‘creates an atmosphere where pupils achieve well’ and ‘pupils feel 
valued’.
