We are delighted to invite your child to take part in a school visit to Flamingo Land on Saturday 
11 July 2026.  As in previous years, we are offering this opportunity to students in Years 8 and

Students are advised to bring sun cream, a packed lunch, a refillable bottle to drink and 
suitable clothing depending on the weather conditions on the day. They may bring these in a 
bag or rucksack. They may also bring money or a bank card to purchase food, drink or 
souvenirs if they wish but this is at their own risk.

Please note, acceptance 
onto this trip is dependent on student behaviour. If we have any concerns prior to departure, 
this may result in your child being removed from the visit.
